
The scheme seeks to support local 
businesses, encourage economic growth in 
the area and improve the quality of the 
local environment. By offering financial 
help and practical advice to Barton Street 
businesses, shop frontages can be 
improved and the street scene revitalised.

The City of Gloucester has a rich and varied 
built heritage. Each year the City Council sets 
aside a sum of public money for a Grant 
Scheme. This aims to help the owners of 
historic buildings or those within a 
Conservation Area to look after their properties 
and contribute to making Gloucester an 
attractive place to live and work. The grant is 
not restricted to listed buildings, it is open to all 
properties within the Barton Street 
Conservation Area

What is available?

The total budget available for grant-aided 
work within the one year scheme has been 
assessed as £50,000. The project will run from 
1 April 2010 until 31 March 2011. Works will 
be funded up to a maximum of 60% of the 
total cost. However, please note that the 
Council is unable to offer help to rectify any 
enforcement breaches. Any unauthorised work 
to listed buildings where consent has not been 
obtained is illegal and would not be applicable 
for grant aid.
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Eligible work can include:

• Repair and reinstatement of shop fronts
• Alterations to signage and lighting
• Repair of external stonework and brickwork
• Painting
• Replacement of guttering and down pipes
• Repair or replacement of shop windows 

and doors

What does it mean to own a 
property in a Conservation 
Area or a Listed Building?

In a Conservation Area, alterations to shop 
fronts, signs and shutters will require Planning 
Permission and Conservation Area Consent to 
ensure that the character of the area is 
preserved.

If you wish to demolish, alter or extend a listed 
building you must apply for Listed Building 
Consent from the City Council.

It is up to the Council to decide whether work 
will affect the character of a building, so it is 
important to consult the Conservation Team 
before starting.

It is criminal offence to demolish, alter or 
extend a listed building without consent.

Courts can impose unlimited fines and a 
prison sentence. The City Council can also 
serve an Enforcement Notice to restore the 
building to its former state or to alleviate the 
effects of unauthorised works.
