Introduction

1. Title:

Heights of Buildings

Subject Matter:

The document sets out in detail the Council’s planning policy approach towards the development of tall
buildings in Gloucester. The document provides a definition of what the Council deems a tall building to
be, and then outlines the main considerations that will be taken into account when assessing any
proposal including the location in terms of conservation areas or proximity to local or strategic view
corridors, scale and massing, relationship to context, archaeology, design and sustainability.
Geographical Area Covered:

The document applies to the whole administrative area of Gloucester City.

2. Title

Denmark Road Conservation Area: Appraisal and Management Proposals

Subject Matter:

The document assesses the character of the proposed Denmark Road Conservation Area. The
document undertakes a townscape appraisal, analyses the character of the area, and translates this into
a comprehensive set of management proposals that provide recommendations and policies that should
be implemented so as to maintain and enhance the quality of the Conservation Area.

The document will apply to the proposed Denmark Road Conservation Area.
