This document has been produced by Redrow Homes South West (RHSW) in support of
the full planning application associated with the land off Denmark Road, Gloucester.

The full application seeks permission for 4 dwellings with details included for all
infrastructure and andscaping works. For the avoidance of doubt and as set out below
the application is seeking a variation to the approved scheme that is being developed
on the site which essentially would result in the loss of the existing leylandii (contained
in the rear gardens) and their replacement with native species tree planting.

This document should be considered in conjunction with the drawings and documents
prepared to support this planning application.

Project Background

Redrow Homes acquired the site from Gloucester Civil Service in 2011. The site’s
planning history prior to 2011 was associated with its former sports use. Following its
closure, an application for prior approval for the demolition of the former buildings was
made (reference 12/00368/PRIOR) and the City Council confirmed that prior approval to
demolish the buildings was not required. In 2012 the site was cleared of all structures
on the site. The site has remained vacant and closed to the public since.

In 2014, local residents submitted an application to the Council to list the sports ground
as a Community Asset under the Localism Act. The application was rejected, and a
subsequent application which did list the site as an Asset was subsequently quashed.

In August 2016, an application (16/00968/FUL) was submitted to the City Council
proposing the development of the entire site for 89 new homes, together with new
access arrangements, landscaping and new children’s play area and associated
infrastructure. Negotiations and feedback from Officers during the course of that
application, which remained undetermined throughout 2017 and into 2018, suggested
an alternative approach to the supporting the provision of children’s play space by way
of an off site financial contribution rather than on site provision and consequently an
amended scheme that could provide for a small increase in the number of new homes
proposed.

Subsequently, a new application (18/00306/FUL) was submitted by Redrow Homes
South West (RHSW) and gained approval on 05/06/2018. This proposal was for the
erection of 100 dwellings with new site entrances to the south of Denmark Road and to
the north of Estcourt Road, together with details of associated infrastructure, public
open space and landscaping.

The four properties to which this application relates were originally approved under
application 18/00306/FUL and were identified in that scheme as plot numbers 90, 91,
92 and 93.
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Site Location

The application site is situated to the north of Gloucester approximately 5 miles to M5
junction 11. Gloucester city centre is less than 1 mile away from the site toward to the
south.

The site lies between Estcourt Road and Denmark Road. The northern boundary of the
site is along Estcourt Road and the southern boundary of the site is along Denmark
Road and Lansdown Road. The west and east boundaries of the site are defined by
existing residential development which backs onto the site. Kingsholm Road links to
both Denmark Road and Estcourt Road and provides a direct link to the city centre.

The application site is situated to the north of Gloucester approximately 5 miles to M5
junction 11. Gloucester city centre is less than 1 mile away from the site toward to the
south.

The site lies between Estcourt Road and Denmark Road. The northern boundary of the
site is along Estcourt Road and the southern boundary of the site is along Denmark
Road and Lansdown Road. The west and east boundaries of the site are defined by
existing residential development which backs onto the site. Kingsholm Road links to
both Denmark Road and Estcourt Road and provides a direct link to the city centre.

The proposals

The application is to facilitate necessary landscaping amendments approved under the
previous application 18/00306/FUL. These amendments relate to existing leylandii
situated within the site boundary.

The existing leylandii are of significant height and sit within a no-man’s land
immediately to the rear of properties on Kingsholme Road. The trees will cause
significant issues for our customers and the adjoining dwellings as they impact on
properties, are unattractive, result in loss of light, and, without the required regular
maintenance, are considered a nuisance. As such, it is clear that the leylandii are not
suited to the residential environment in which they now sit.

The trees are not situated within a Conservation Area, nor are they TPOd. Only glimpse
views of the trees can be observed from Kingsholm Road (outside number 94). They are
some 60/70m away from the Conservation Area, and do not enhance its character or
setting. Furthermore, the back to back distances of the affected properties are well in
excess of the council’s requirements, so there is no risk of overlooking.

The application provided submits drawing no. 1864/P15 Rev E to supersede drawing no.
1864/P15 Rev B. This update provides for removal of existing trees and replacement

planting to the rear of plots 90-93 with native species. Furthermore, the planting will be
provided for on the site boundary rather than in the ‘middle’ of the dwellings curtilages.
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The replacement planting is intended to mitigate any loss through the removal of
existing trees. Thus, we are proposing replacement planting of more native species to
retain the ecological benefit of the planting whilst reducing unwanted impact on
residents.

Consultation

Pre-application advice has been sought from Joann Meneaud. Her initial comments
have been considered and accommodated for in the updated plan. As per the advice,
Redrow have engaged in consultation with residents to gauge feeling around the
potential removal of the trees. We have had several conversations with neighbours,
with the majority supporting the removal of the existing leylandii:

No.92 Kingsholm Road - A tree had fell near to the residents shed prior to construction work
beginning (which Redrow arranged to be tidied/removed). The resident is keen to have all of
the trees removed. The trees stop at the North West of this resident’s rear boundary.

No.94 Kingsholm Road - We have letter dropped this resident regarding tree pruning
previously but have had no correspondence. Trees are behind the resident’s rear boundary.

No.96 Kingsholm Road - This resident has built a bungalow in their back garden and we have
had conversations regarding the fact that they are keen to have the trees removed. The
resident has trimmed all lower branches to their side to try and gain light into their rear garden.
Trees are behind the resident’s rear boundary.

No.98 Kingsholm Road - We have had conversations with this resident who is keen to have
the trees removed. The trees stop at the North East of the resident’s rear boundary.

No. 100 Kingsholm Road - The resident does not back onto the trees and shares a rear
boundary with Plot 95. The resident was letter dropped during tree pruning works and we have
had no correspondence with them.

S106 & Affordable Housing

All matters excluding landscaping will are proposed to be the same as details approved
under application 18/00306/FUL. For this reason, there is no requirement for a new
s106 or affordable housing provision. RHSW will deliver all of the obligations previously
agreed in line with approval 18/00306/FUL through implementation of the wider
scheme.

Conditions from Previous Scheme

It is clear that the development approved for the overall development of the site
has continued apace and these amendments are being sought further to that
scheme. As a result we have worked to ensure that the only details that have
changed relate to the landscaping scheme (the replacement of the leylandii) and
all other details have remained the same.

As such whilst there were a number of conditions contained within the previous
application we have worked to ensure that all details required then are provided
within this application so that a ‘compliancy consent’ should be achievable rather
than having further conditions to be discharged.

For this reason we will not repeat all o fhte conditions here but obviously should
there be a request for further information on any particular matter this can be
dealt with at the appropriate time.

Conclusion

The current scheme that seeks to remove some leylandi trees that are located
within the centre of proposed gardens and that cast shadow to existing and
proposed homes and their replacement with a series of native trees must be
deemed a welcome enhancement to the scheme and we therefore respectfully
request that planning permission be granted at the earliest opportunity.
